God Is Series 

 
Psalms 145: 
1  I will extol you, my God and King, and bless your name forever and ever. 
2  Every day I will bless you and praise your name forever and ever. 3  
Great is the LORD, and greatly to be praised, and his greatness is 
unsearchable. 
 
2. God is INFINTE. (He is not limited or measurable in any way.) 
 

A. God is infinite in regard to TIME. 
 

Psalms 90: 
2  Before the mountains were brought forth, or ever you had formed the 
earth and the world, from everlasting to everlasting you are God. 

 
B. God is infinite in regard to SPACE. 

 
Jeremiah 23: 
23  “Am I a God at hand, declares the LORD, and not a God afar off? 24  
Can a man hide himself in secret places so that I cannot see him? declares 
the LORD. Do I not fill heaven and earth? declares the LORD. 

 
B. GOD is infinite in His CHARACTER. 

 
Exodus 15: 
11  “Who is like you, O LORD, among the gods? Who is like you, majestic 
in holiness, awesome in glorious deeds, doing wonders?

2.  God is both INFINITE and IMMANENT in regard to us. 
 



A.   His Infinitude is beyond our UNDERSTANDING. 
 
Isaiah 55: 
8  For my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways 
my ways, declares the LORD. 9  For as the heavens are higher 
than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways 
and my thoughts than your thoughts. 
 

B.   His Immanence (Personally Present) reveals that  
     He UNDERSTANDS and cares for us. 
 

Psalms 145: 
18  The LORD is near to all who call on him, 
to all who call on him in truth. 

 
� God knows you better than you know YOURSELF. 

 
� God knows your STRUGGLES. 

 
   Psalms 145: 

14  The LORD upholds all who are falling 
                            and raises up all who are bowed down. 
 

� God knows your SACRIFICES. 
 

� God knows your SECRETS. 
 

Proverbs 15: 
3  The eyes of the LORD are in every place, 
keeping watch on the evil and the good. 

 

• God knows what will truly SATISFY your soul. 
      

Psalms 145: 
16  You open your hand; you satisfy the desire of   every 
living thing. 

 
19  He fulfills the desire of those who fear him; he also 
hears their cry and saves them. 20  The LORD preserves 
all who love him, but all the wicked he will destroy. 



 
3. We connect with an Infinite God through WORSHIP. 
 
Psalms 145: 
3  Great is the LORD, and greatly to be praised, and his greatness is 
unsearchable. 4  One generation shall commend your works to another, 
and shall declare your mighty acts. 
 
Psalms 145: 
21  My mouth will speak the praise of the LORD, 
and let all flesh bless his holy name forever and ever. 
 

 

• We are to worship God in SPIRIT. 
John 4: 
23  But the hour is coming, and is now here, when the true worshipers will 
worship the Father in spirit and truth, for the Father is seeking such people 
to worship him. 24  God is spirit, and those who worship him must worship 
in spirit and truth.”  
 

• We are to worship God in TRUTH. 
 

• God alone is the AUDIENCE of true Worship. 
 
Revelation of John 4: 
1  After this I looked, and behold, a door standing open in heaven! 
8  And the four living creatures, each of them with six wings, are full of 
eyes all around and within, and day and night they never cease to say, 
“Holy, holy, holy, is the Lord God Almighty, 
who was and is and is to come!” 
 
Revelation 5: 
11  Then I looked, and I heard around the throne and the living creatures 
and the elders the voice of many angels, numbering myriads of myriads 
and thousands of thousands, 12  saying with a loud voice, “Worthy is the 
Lamb who was slain, to receive power and wealth and wisdom and might 
and honor and glory and blessing!” 13  And I heard every creature in 
heaven and on earth and under the earth and in the sea, and all that is in 
them, saying, “To him who sits on the throne and to the Lamb be blessing 
and honor and glory and might forever and ever!
