Learning to Pray Intentional Prayers 
 

Colossians 4:2-6  
(2) Continue steadfastly in prayer, being watchful in it with thanksgiving.   (3) At 
the same time, pray also for us, that God may open to us a door for the word, to 
declare the mystery of Christ, on account of which I am in prison—   (4) that I 
may make it clear, which is how I ought to speak. (5) Conduct yourselves wisely 
toward outsiders, making the best use of the time.   (6) Let your speech always 
be gracious, seasoned with salt, so that you may know how you ought to answer 
each person. 
 

I. Intentional Prayers flow from a lifestyle of ste adfast 
COMMUNICATION with God. 

 
·  Prayer connects our every thought with the THOUGHTS of God. 

 
II. Intentional Prayers are not easily DISTRACTED.   
 

·  Prayer is the WORK of the believer and the Church it is a labor of 
love. 

 
III. Intentional Prayers practice continual THANKSG IVING. 

 
·  Prayer reflects a DEPENDENCY on God. 

 
·  Prayer reflects a heart of GRATITUDE for God and His gifts. 

 
 
IV. Intentional Prayers open the door for God’s WOR K. 
 

·  Prayer and witness are POWER that God grants to us to be a part of His 
work of salvation in the lives of others. 

 
V. Intentional Prayers focus on God’s GLORY  more than our DESIRES.  

 
·  Prayer changes our hearts to have a PASSION for God Himself.
